When thinking about choosing a post-secondary program or a possible career you can think about:

• What skills would I like to learn? 
• What kind of people would I like to be around? 

In this exercise you can identify: 1) the interests that you have; 2) the interests and skills you might like to 
develop; and 3) the types of people you like to spend time around. Once you discover which of the six 
types of personalities and work environments that suit you best, take some time to explore which post-
secondary programs and careers align with your interests.

ü On each program profile there is an Occupations tab so you can explore the careers linked to that 
program, as shown on WorkBC’s website.

There is a show featuring the lives of different groups of people.  Which show would be the most 
interesting?
